A half-day Symposium on January 20, 2010 

will mark the release of these important 

findings. The report will be available to the 

community through our website.

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Tree Planting Program, which since 2006, has given 

trees to non-profit organizations where the company 

has oil and natural gas operations. This program has 

helped improve wildlife habitats, replace trees 

destroyed by natural disasters, and enhance neighbor-

hoods across 14 states. 
 

In April 2009, Apache awarded its one-millionth tree 

and announced a renewed commitment by pledging to 

give away an additional two million trees over the next 

several years.  Additionally, the company has been 

actively working to restore wetlands along 270,000 

acres it owns along the South Louisiana coast.
